How to complete your poster...

The Values ePoster template is made up of three sides of A4 which you will find on the next three pages. This is your instructions sheet and the last page is for evaluation purposes so please complete that as well. The ePoster is marked with yellow borders and inside the borders you can do anything you like to complete the activity. Text, pictures, drawings or whatever you think helps to complete each section is fine. We have put some empty text boxes in each space to help you get started but you will need to format the pages yourself. 

1 My Values: What values do you think are important?

Select one value from each of the four panels (01-04). Why do you think your choices are the most

important? You can find lots of information to help you choose by using the websites listed below or even better why not discuss them with your teacher, friends and family.


2 My Favourite Quotations

We can learn so much from the wisdom and experience of others. Which quotations do you like and why do you like them? You might find it helpful to search for quotes using the values keywords you selected in the first section.

3 My Favourite Stories

One of the most effective way to learn and remember is through story telling. Stories can teach us

important lessons in life. What is your favourite story? Can you explain why that story is your favourite and what you learned from it?

4 My Inspirational Figure

Who do you find inspiring and why? What is it about this person you admire? Do they have ideals, values or characteristics that you would like to live up to? It could be someone famous, a historical figure perhaps or maybe even someone you know.

5 My Personal Reflection

By completing this poster you have learned some new things about yourself and about the world. What do you think are the ideals in life worth standing up for? What do you think really matters in life? What is your experience of life so far? Maybe you could tell us what you plan to do with your life? Don’t rush, reflect first before you write and write from the heart!

6 My Personal Action Plan

By developing your own personal action plan you can make decisions and act on them so you can begin to take charge of your own future. Write a short statement about what action you’re going to take now you’ve completed your poster.
